Bylaws of the Medina Valley Chapter of Mu Alpha Theta
Article I

Name  and Purpose

Section 1.
The name of this chapter shall be the Medina Valley chapter of Mu Alpha Theta which appears on the charter granted by the National Chapter of Mu Alpha Theta.

Section 2.
The objective of this chapter shall be to create an enthusiasm for mathematics, to stimulate a desire to render service, to promote worthy leadership and to encourage the development of scholarship and character in students of Medina Valley High School.

Article II

The National Chapter

See national constitution.

Article III

Local Chapters


See the national constitution. (The Medina Valley Chapter of Mu Alpha Theta is duly chartered by the National Chapter, Mu Alpha Theta).

Article IV

The Principal

Section 1.
The principal shall approve all activities and decisions of the chapter.

Section 2. 
The principal shall annually appoint a chapter adviser, who may serve consecutive terms.

Section 3.
The principal shall be a part of the local district appeal process for non-selection or dismissal cases.

Article V

The Chapter Advisor

Section 1. 
The chapter advisor shall be a mathematics teacher at Medina Valley High School.

Section 2. 
The chapter advisor shall be responsible for the direct, day-to-day supervision of the chapter and act as liaison between faculty, administration, students, and community.

Section 3.
The chapter advisor shall maintain files on membership, chapter history, activities, and financial transactions. The chapter advisor shall send the annual report of new members to the national office.

Section 4.
The chapter advisor shall regularly review membership files for compliance with the standards and obligations of the chapter.

Section 5.
The chapter advisor shall help the chapter officers understand and carry out their duties.

Article VI

Membership

Section 1.
Membership in this chapter shall by based upon overall scholarship, mathematical scholarship, and participation in upper level mathematics courses or competitive mathematics activites.

Section 2. 
Membership in this chapter shall be known as active and associative. Active members are members of the National Chapter and may vote. Associative members may participate in activities, but cannot vote.

Section 3. 
To be eligible for election to active membership in this chapter, the candidate must have been in attendance for a period equivalent to one semester in this school. Transfer student who were Mu Alpha Theta members at their previous schools will become active memebers immeadiately.

Section 4.
All students who satisfy the following requirements may become active members of Medina Valley Chapter of Mu Alpha Theta.

1. Completed two years of college preparatory mathematics (these courses include Algebra I Pre-AP, Geometry Pre-AP, Algebra II Pre-AP, Pre-calculus, Pre-calculus Pre-AP, Calculus AB, Calculus BC, and statistics). 

2. An overall GPA of 3.0 

3. A mathematics GPA of 3.5. 

4. In addition, they must satisfy one of the following requirements:

a) Enrolled in AP mathematics class

b) Completed one year of high school UIL competitive math competition, including competing in at least four math contests.

Section 5. 
Students who have not completed the requirement for two years of college preparatory mathematics, but who meet the grade requirements and are currently competing in high school UIL mathematics may become associative members. Associative members may participate in chapter activities, but may not vote, and are not national members.

Article VII

Dismissal

Section 1.
Students may be dismissed for character and/or grade violations. A decision for dismissal will be made by the chapter advisor. Dismissals may be appealed to the high school principal.

Section 2.
Once a student is dismissed, he or she must be notified in writing and the membership card and/or pin must be returned to the principal and/or chapter advisor.

Article VIII

Officers

Section 1.
The officers of this chapter shall be a president, vice-president, secretary, treasurer, reporter, and historian. Together they will form the executive committee.

Section 2. 
A majority of votes cast shall be necessary to elect any officer of this chapter.

Section 3.
It shall be the duty of the president to preside at the meetings of this chapter. The president shall chair the executive committee.

Section 4. 
The vice-president shall fill the chair of president in his/her absence.

Section 5. 
The secretary shall keep the minutes of the meetings and assist with the maintenance of business records and membership files. The secretary shall provide the national office with the names of all new chapter members.

Section 6.
The treasurer shall receive and disburse all funds of the chapter and shall keep an accurate account of receipts and disbursements in accordance with school regulations.

Section 7.
the reporter shall be the liaison between the chapter members and the media and the community, providing information about chapter activities in a timely fashion.

Section 8.
the historian shall keep a scrapbook of chapter activities throughout the year.

Article IX

Meetings

Section 1.
The regular meetings of this chapter shall be held monthly during the school year on days designated by the chapter advisor and the chapter officers and approved by the principal.

Section 2. 
the chapter officers shall be elected at the first regular meeting of the school year.

Section 3.
Special meetings approved by the chapter advisor may be called by the president.

Section 4.
All meetings shall be open meetings and shall be under the supervision of the faculty advisor, the principal, or some member of the faculty.

Article X

Dues

Section 1.
the annual dues for each returning member of this organization shall be $5.00. The annual dues for each new member of the organization shall be $10.00.

Article XI

Amendments

Section 1.
These bylaws may be amended by a majority vote of the chapter, providing the amendment has the approval of the chapter advisor and is consistent with the national constitution
