Constructing Functions

Real world problems are not always set up neatly for you. Functions will need to be set up or built based on given information. To construct the functions you must translate the verbal description into mathematical functions.

Example 1: The perimeter of a rectangle is 50 feet. Express the Area as a function of the length.

Example 2: In economics we use a demand equation for the law of demand:
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Revenue = xp

Express Revenue as a function of the number of units sold (x).

Distance formula: d = ((x-x1)2+(y-y1)2
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
