Ellipse
An ellipse is the collection of all points in the plane the sum of whose distances from two fixed points, called foci, are constant. 
Center (h,k)

Verticies- endpoints distance of a from center on major axis
Foci- fixed points on the major axis distance of c from center

The line containing the foci is the major axis.

The line through center and perpendicular to major axis is called minor axis.

Equations: 
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**In an ellipse: c2=a2-b2
